We often prefer to use 3 + infinitive to say something that we think about the future
when there is no present feeling that the event will happen:
| think it will rain next week.
In the future, | think people won'’t write emails anymore.

With the verb go, many English speakers prefer to avoid going to go because it sounds repetitive:
I’'m going out tonight. (I'm going te-ge out tonight.)
We use 3 + infinitive when we don’t have a plan and to express a spontaneous
decision:
The phone is ringing. I'll answer it.

It's cold here. I'll close the window.
