It is a trading company. (a company that does trading)

The crash is a breaking story. (a story that is breaking)

We have a talking parrot. (a parrot that that talks)

Watch out for falling rocks along the road. (Rocks that are falling)

Mr Hanson was wearing his waking shoes. (shoes for hiking.)

Look! It's a shooting star. (a star shooting across the sky)

Past Participles as Adjectives (-ed)

A broken promise is hard to forget.

We found a lost dog.

Would you like some frozen yogurt.

Don't take any half-baked advice. (unsound advice)

On the beach we saw some rotten fish.

Present Participle Adjectives - Ongoing

Past Participle Adjectives - Completed

Growing children need a lot of food.

(ongoing - they are still growing)

Grown children often move out of the house. (completed - they are finished growing)

Breaking dishes and shouts could be heard in the kitchen. 

Broken dishes were all over the floor.
