                   What do you do?         I’m a lawyer.

Example: I love reading science fiction books. They are very exciting. (u 3)
                 I hate soap operas because they are too long and  boring.
6.  Talk to  your partner about the things both of   you can/can’t do. Make questions too. (U 3)
Example:   A: What rhythms can you dance?  B: Well, I can dance merengue really well. What about you?
7.  Think about a superheroe that you like. Ask your partner about the things  he/she can/can’t do? 

Example: What can Spider Man do?   He can make webs but he can’t fly.

8.  Present Continuous. Look around you, at the people in the classroom, at the pictures from your English book. What are they doing? Tell as many sentences as you can.  (U 4) 
9. Describe different pictures from the book using there is – there are and Present Continuous.
