SPEAKING SAMPLE ORAL EXAM LEVEL 3

PART ONE: Topic related questions. Students are expected to talk as much as possible, using vocabulary related to the themes. If no NEW word is used, they will be penalized!

1.- What kind of conversation topics do you  talk about over a Sunday lunch with your family?

2.- If you had to change some aspects of your primary education,which ones would these be? Do you have any regrets from your school days?

3.- Which is your perception about the people who care too much about their bodies? Ist his a tendency in our country?

4.- What kind of attittudes annoy you from Chilean drivers? Do you know your rights as a pedestrian? 

PART TWO: Story telling. Students have to look at the pictures and make up a story with NARRATIVE TENSES (Simple Past - Past Continuous - Past Perfect) They have to include 3 out of 4  vocabulary words. If the story is narrated in Simple Past only, it will be penalized.

One unlucky day, while she was singing in front of the audience in one of her worlwide concerts , she started feeling bad and she fainted. After this embarrasing situation, she decided not to sing again ;however, she had already won an award for her new album called:"The story of my life" .
