	PART ONE - TOPIC   RELATED  QUESTIONS


Students are expected to answer   TWO or THREE  of these questions as extensively as possible using structures and vocabulary studied during the term. The teacher interacts with him/her.

EXAMPLE QUESTIONS:

1.  Knowingly providing children with an unhealthy diet of junk food should be considered criminal, the children might even be confiscated from such parents.  What do you think about this?

2.  To save space in crowded cities, there should be more and taller buildings with smaller apartments, besides, this is the essence of modern, contemporary living.  What’s your view of this?

3.  Soon sophisticated computer technology will let people vote via the net.  What about having direct participatory democracy where the citizens would vote on parliamentary matters via their computers (also public access computers)?  How manageable would this be?

4.  What would you do if you were lost in the desert alone?  Think about actions and consequences and survival techniques.

5.  In 20 years’ time people will be using better, cleaner, and more efficient means of transport to get around the city, such as electric scooters.  How probable is this?
	PART TWO – PICTURE DESCRIPTION


Students will pick up ONE of the pictures and will play the role of “WITNESSES OF A CRIME”. They have to narrate what they saw using NARRATIVE TENSES MAINLY AND SPECIFIC VOCABULARY.   Students will receive a separate card with a guideline containing the aspects thay have to consider in their narration.  

(It is important to tell our students to look “beyond the picture” when they narrate, that is, if some of the elements mentioned below do not appear, encourage them to imagine them!!!!!)

	Last weekend you witnessed the crime that appears on the picture. Your teacher is a well-known detective and needs to have some clues. NARRATE what you saw considering the following:

· TYPE OF CRIME COMMITED

· PLACE

· PART OF THE DAY - TIME

· PEOPLE INVOLVED AND THEIR POSSIBLE RELATION(if possible)

· PHYSICAL CHARACTERISTICS (if possible)

· CLOTHES

· POSSIBLE REASONS WHY THE CRIME WAS COMMITTED

· YOUR REACTIONS AS A WITNESS
Time for preparation:  ONE   minute

Time for narration: up to THREE minutes
