Students are given a set of pictures showing a famous and/or controversial figure: Cecilia Bolocco, Ma Eugenia Larraín, Michelle Bachelet, Bill Gates, Pope Benedict XVI, Iván Zamorano, Diego Maradona, Michael Jackson, Don Francisco, Al Gore, Fidel Castro, Madonna, Marlen Olivari, Alexis Sanchez, Marcelo Salas, George Bush and Osama Bin Laden. Each card will contain the following bullet points:
· Contextualize the present situation of the person.

· Refer to the past happenings in which he/she was involved.

· Criticize his/her past actions and decisions.

· Refer to a past regret in his/her life.

In this Oral Test students must:

· Use narrative tenses in the second bullet point. (At least TWO different ones)
· Use should/shouldn’t have + past participle in the third bullet point.
· Use third conditional in the fourth bullet point.

Important: Students have the freedom to make up the facts and they can make some notes.

At the end of the student´s talking, the teacher will ask two or three questions to round up the topic and to interact in a free conversation with the student.  The questions will be related to the topic discussed.

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Narration  Sample

At  present, he is the coach of the Chilean soccer team.  He began working with the national team in December 2007. He has signed a contract for 3 years. People call him the “the crazy one”.
