Expect, hope, intend, or plan + infinitive.

I plan to save some money next month.

They hope to rent a house in Olmué this summer.

	An action that will or might take place before a specified time in the future:

Perfect form of the infinitive:

To have + present perfect

She expects to have finished her studies in 2010.

My goal is to have paid off all my bills by the end of this year.

	The future perfect:

To indicate an action that will be completed by a specified time in the future.

will/won’t + have + past participle

By July 2029 I will have saved up $3 million.

She will have had her baby by the end of November.

	The present perfect in an adverbial clause.

once, when, before, after + present perfect 
To distinguish between a completed future action and one that will follow it.

After we’ve gotten married, we will buy an apartment.
Once they’ve saved enough money, they will travel abroad.
