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She was a leader of the suffragette movement. In 1913, when women were
campaigning for the right to vote. She gave the speech after several suffragettes had
been imprisoned for attacking a police officer and chaining themselves to railings
outside the Prime Minister's house in London.

‘ ‘I have been in audiences where |
have seen men smile when they
heard the words ‘hunger strike,’
and yet | think there are very few men
today who would be prepared to adopt
a ‘hunger strike’ for any cause. It is only
people who feel an intolerable sense of
oppression who would adopt a means of
that kind. Well, our women decided to
terminate those unjust sentences at the
earliest possible moment by the terrible
means* of the hunger strike. It means
you refuse food until you are at death’s
door, and then the authorities have to
choose between letting you die, and

letting you go. . - ¢
Human life for us is sacred, but we say if

any life is to be sacrificed it shall be ours;
we won't do it ourselves, but we will put
the enemy in the position where they will
have to choose between giving us

freedom or giving us death. ’ ,

TEN TOP TIPS FOR
SPEAKING IN PUBLIC
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1 Prepare your presentation carefully, and if practice practice it
beforehand.

If you are using, e.g., PowerPoint slides or Prezi presentation
software, make sure that your text is clear and easy to read
and that there are not too many distracting graphics.

Get to know as much as possible about your audience
beforehand and about any important or sensitive local issues.

Dress carefully so that you feel confident about your
appearance in front of an audience.

Get to the place where you are going to speak in plenty of time.

Make sure that you check that all your equipment is working
properly before you start.

If you are given a time limit, keep to it.
Sound enthusiastic, even passionate, about what you are saying.

Look at your audience. Try to make eye contact with individual
people as you speak.

It's good to make your audience laugh, but make sure any
jokes or stories you tell are appropriate.
