METODOLOGIA

Upper-Intermediate English level is required. Course will last 16 weeks. The Professor in charge of each
seminar will correct students’ pronunciation. One or two scientific papers, provided one week in advance
via course Website (UCursos), will be discussed in each seminar (Invited Professors) to improve
communication skills. Logic structure to think and write science will also be revised. The students will
have to present a seminar during the course corresponding to their line of investigation and prepare
a scientific elevator speech.
